Kickback is the result of power tool 
misuse and/or incorrect operating 
procedures or conditions and can be 
avoided by taking proper precautions 
as given below.
a)   Maintain a firm grip on the 

power tool and position your 
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and are unsafe.
b)   The guard must be securely 

attached to the power tool and 
positioned for maximum safety, 
so the least amount of wheel is 
exposed towards the operator. 
The guard helps to protect the 
operator from broken wheel 
fragments, accidental contact 
with wheel and sparks that could 
ignite clothing.
