REMOVING THE BLADE COVER
It is recommended to cover the blades when your work is 
finished. Remove this cover before you turn on the machine 
(Fig. 2). 
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OPERATION

WARNING:
Always wear eye, hearing, hand, foot and body 
protection to reduce the risk of injury when 
operating this unit. Keep all parts of your body 
away from the rotating cutting attachment and 
hot surfaces.

GENERAL
 •	 Check the product as well as accessories for damage 

before each use. Do not use the product if it is damaged 
or shows wear.

 •	 Double check that all parts are properly fixed.
 •	 Always hold the product on its handles. Keep the 

handles dry and free from lubricant to ensure safe 
holding.

 •	 Ensure that the air vents are always unobstructed 
and clear.

WARNING:
Always lubricate the cutting blade with protective 
spray before use and storage.

If the foreign 
objects can not be removed, e.g. wire fences, please 
mark and remember it to avoid toughing them during 
cutting.

2.   Run the machine to top speed before cutting.
3.   Keep your body and feet in safety distance to cutting 

head.

CUTTING TIPS
WARNING:
Never cut near electric cords or lines. If 
blade jams on any electrical cord or line, 
DO NOT TOUCH THE BLADE! IT CAN 
BECOME ELECTRICALLY LIVE AND VERY 
DANGEROUS. Continue to hold the hedge 
trimmer by the insulated rear handle or lay it 
down and away from you in a safe manner. 
Disconnect the electrical service to the damaged 
line or cord before attempting to free the blade 
from the line or cord. Contact with the blade, 
other conductive parts of the hedge trimmer, or 
live electric cords or lines will result in death by 
electrocution or serious injury.

WARNING:
Clear the area to be cut before each use. 
Remove all objects such as cords, lights, wire, 
or loose string which can become entangled in 
the cutting blade and create a risk of serious 
personal injury.

 •	 Before starting the hedge trimmer, hold the unit with 
both hands with the cutting blades directed away from 
you. Always use the hedge trimmer properly.

 •	 Do not force the hedge trimmer through heavy 
shrubbery. This can cause the blades to bind and slow 
down. If the blades slow down, reduce the pace. 

 •	 Do not try to cut stems or twigs that are larger than 3/4 
in. thick, or those obviously too large to feed into the 
cutting blade. Use a non-powered hand saw or pruning 
saw to trim large stems.
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 •	 If blades do become jammed, stop the product, allow 
the blades to stop and disconnect the product before 
attempting to remove the obstruction.

 •	 If desired, you can use a string to help cut your hedge 
level. Decide how high you want the hedge.

 •	 Then, stretch a piece of string along the hedge at this 
height. Trim the hedge just above this guide line of 
string. Trim the side of a hedge so that it will be slightly 
narrower at the top. More of the hedge will be exposed 
when shaped this way, and it will be more uniform.

 •	 Always hold hedge trimmer with both hands when 
operating. Use a firm grip on the handles. The unit is 
used for cutting in either direction in a slow, sweeping 
action from side to side.

WARNING:
Always keep both hands on the hedge trimmer 
handles. Never hold shrubs with one hand 
and operate the hedge trimmer with the other. 
Improper operation of the hedge trimmer could 
result in serious injury.

 •	 Wear gloves when trimming thorny or prickly growth. 
When trimming new growth, use a wide sweeping 
action, so that the stems are fed directly into the cutting 
blade. Older growth will have thicker stems and will be 
trimmed easiest by using a sawing movement.

SWITCHING ON/OFF
To start:
1.   Remove the blade cover.
2.   Connect to the power source.
3.   Press the front switch and the rear trigger at same time 

(Fig.3).

NOTE:
For safety reason, this tool starts only when two triggers are 
pressed. 

NOTE:
If an extension cord is required, hook the cord to protect 
you from being tripped (Fig.3).

To stop:
The hedge trimmer will stop once either front or rear switch 
trigger is released.

LUBRICATING THE BLADE

WARNING:
Always allow the blades of the hedge trimmer 
to come to a stop and remove and disconnect 
the product from the power supply before 
lubricating. Failure to do so could result in 
accidental starting causing possible serious 
personal injury.

For easier operation and longer blade life, lubricate the 
hedge trimmer blade before and after each use.
Disconnect the product from the power supply. Lay the 
hedge trimmer on a flat surface. Apply light weight machine 
oil along the edge of the top blade(Fig.3).
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NOTE:
If you will be using the hedge trimmer for an extended time, 
it is advisable to oil the blade periodically.

SHARPENING THE BLADE
Allow the blades of the hedge trimmer to come to a stop 
in the position shown. This will allow clearance for the file 
between the cutter teeth and the guard teeth.
Disconnect the product from the power supply.
Clamp the blade assembly in a vise and file the exposed 
cutting surface of each blade tooth with an 8 in. smooth 
round file, 1/4 in. or 7/32 in. in diameter. Be sure to retain 
the original angle of the tooth when filing.
Remove the hedge trimmer from the vise, disconnect 
the product from the power supply, and restart the hedge 
trimmer. Allow the blades of the hedge trimmer to come to a 
stop so that the unsharpened edges on the other side of the 
cutter blade teeth are exposed (Fig.4).

CLEANING

WARNING:
Always switch the product off, disconnect the 
product and let the product cool down before 
performing inspection, maintenance and 
cleaning work!

Use a small brush to clean the outside of the unit. Do not 
use strong detergents. Household cleaners that contain 
aromatic oils such as pine and lemon, and solvents such as 
kerosene, can damage plastic. Wipe off any moisture with 
a soft cloth.
Inspect the product before and after each use for worn 
and damaged parts. Do not operate it if you find worn and 
damaged parts.

NOTE:
If the cutting blade is blocked by foreign objects during the 
operating, stop the product, wait for the cutting blade stops 
entirely, remove the foreign objects and clean the cutting 
blade.

TRANSPORT
1.   Clean the product as described above.
2.   Always carry the product by its handle.
3.   Protect the product from any heavy impact or strong 

vibrations which may occur during transportation in 
vehicles.

4.   Secure the product to prevent it from slipping or falling 
over,damage or injury.

STORAGE
