OPERATION

WARNING:

SET UP

The 
workpiece must be thinner than the minimum blade 
extension.

5.   Blade breakage may occur if the blade does not 
extend past the shoe and the workpiece during the cut. 
Properly sized workpiece is important for operation 

      (Fig. 4&5).

WARNING:
To prevent injury, do not use on workpieces 
thicker than the minimum blade extension at 
their maximum thickness (Fig. 6&7).
Blade tip can strike workpiece and may shatter.

GENERAL INSTRUCTIONS 
1.   Use faster speed when cutting softer materials. Use 

slower speed when cutting harder materials.
2.   Allow saw to come up to desired speed before touching 

the workpiece. Guide saw blade into workpiece.

WARNING:

Forcing tool to work too fast. Allow tool to work at its own rate.

Battery power is too low. Charge the battery pack.

Performance 
decreases
over time

Blade is dull or damaged. Keep blades sharp. Replace with a new one if 
necessary.

Battery pack reaches its life cycle. Replace with a new one.

Excessive noise Internal damage or wear. (bearings, for 
example.) Have technician service tool.

Overheating

Forcing tool to work too fast. Allow tool to work at its own rate.

Blade dull or damaged. Keep blades sharp. Replace if necessary.

Blocked motor housing vents. Blow dust out of motor using compressed air.
