INSTALLING THE BLOWER TUBE

WARNING:
Take care of small parts that are removed during
assembly or when making adjustments. Keep 
them secure to avoid loss.

Align and attach the blower tube to the air outlet mounting 
base. Rotate clockwise for snapping the raised block of the 
blower tube into slot (Fig.2).

INSTALLING THE COLLECTING 
BAG
1.   Rotate counterclockwise and pull the blower tube out of 

the air outlet mounting base. 
2.   Align and attach the blower to the air inlet mounting 

base on the side housing of the product. Rotate 
clockwise to locate the raised block into slot (Fig.3). 

3.   Attach the collecting bag to the air outlet mounting 
base. Make sure the inner raised block of collecting bag 
holder is firmly in place as well (Fig.4).

INSTALLING/REMOVING THE 
BATTERY PACK

WARNING:
Using unsuitable batteries can lead to 
malfunctions or damage the machine.

To install:
Align and slide the battery pack into the battery docking port  
until it is locked in position (Fig.5).

To remove:
Press the unlock button of the battery pack and slide it out 
(Fig.6).
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OPERATION

WARNING:
Inspect the tool for complete installation. Any 
missing, damaged or misplace may cause 
serious injury. Wear protective equipments at all 
times while operating the power tool.

SWITCHING ON/OFF
1.   Check and secure all accessories.
2.   Press the on/off switch to turn on the blower. 
3.   Release the on/off switch to turn off the blower (Fig.7). 

WARNING:
Wait until it comes to a complete stop before 
putting the product down!

NOTE:
The LED light will automatically turn on/off when the blower 
starts/stops.

ADJUSTING BLOWING SPEED
The blowing speed can be changed by speed control 
switch. Adjust to desired blower speed to meet your 
requirement (Fig.7). 

OPERATING HOURS
Only operate the product at reasonable hours - not early in 
the morning, late at night or on weekends/public holidays 
when people might be disturbed. Inform yourself about local 
restrictions.

GENERAL
WARNING:
To reduce the risk of hearing loss ,hearing 
protection is required.

1.   Double check that accessories or application tools are 
properly fixed.

2.   Always hold the product on its handle. Keep the handle 
dry and clean to ensure safe support.

3.   Ensure that the air vents are always unobstructed 
and clear. Clean them if necessary with a soft brush. 
Blocked air vents may lead to overheating and damage 
the product.

2.   Hold the tube approximately 3.9inch(10cm) above 

the ground and walk slowly forward using a sweeping 
motion from side to side.

3.   Direct the air stream away from yourself.
4.   Ensure that you do not stir up any heavy objects and 

hurt somebody or damage something.

WARNING:
When the blower vibrates abnormally, 
immediately shut off the unit. Abnormal vibration 
often shows a mechanical problem and 
continues use could result in injury or property 
damage. 
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VACUUMING

NOTE:
Do not use vacuuming mode unless the collecting bag is 
well installed.

1.   Always hold the handle tightly to maintain good control 
of the machine during use.

2.   Make sure the bag is properly installed and the zipped 
is closed.

3.   When operating the unit as a blower, never point the 
blower tube in the direction of people or pets or in the 
direction of window. Use extra caution when blowing 
debris near solid objects, such as trees, automobiles, 
and walls.

4.    As the bag fills, suction power will decrease. When this 
happens, turn off the product and remove the battery. 
Detach the collecting bag and empty debris.

5.   With a firm hold on the unit, tilt the blower tubes to 
collect light debris. The debris will flow into the bag. 
Items such as small leaves and twigs will be mulched as 
they pass through the fan housing. For longer bag life 
and optimal performance, empty the bag frequently.

6.    Do not wear loose clothing. Drawing into the air inlet or 
blocking the air vents both can cause serious accidents.

WARNING:
Never remove the collection bag without
first turning off the product and remove the 
battery.

CHARGING THE BATTERY PACK

WARNING:
This Lithium-Ion battery pack is shipped partially 
charged. Fully charge the battery pack before 
using it for the first time.

NOTE:
Charge batteries at a ambient temperature of 0°C-40°C.

1.   Charge the Lithium-Ion battery pack only with the 
correct charger.

2.   Connect the charger to a power supply, the light 
indicator of the charger turns red.

3.   Align the raised ribs of the battery pack with the slot in 
the charger (Fig.8). 

4.   Insert the battery pack into the charger, the light 
indicator of the charger turns green and it flashes.

5.   The charger will communicate with the battery pack to 
evaluate the condition of the battery pack.

6.   It is fully charged that the four lights of the battery turn 
on. Disconnect the power supply from the charger.
Remove battery pack from the charger.

CHARGING INDICATOR
Press the light button to check the battery pack whether 
needs to charge (Fig.6) .

When the battery capacity is not enough, the tool stops 
automatically. In this case, remove the battery from the tool 
and charge the battery.
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MAINTENANCE

WARNING:
Always switch the product off, remove the 
battery pack and let the product cool down 
before performing cleaning and maintenance 
work! 
Always wear eye, hearing, hand, foot and body 
protection to reduce the risk of injury when 
operating this unit. 
Only perform cleaning and maintenance work 
according to these instructions! All further works 
must be performed by a qualified specialist!
And only use specified spare parts for 
replacement.

CLEANING
•   Switch the product off, pull out the battery pack from the 

product.
•   Clean up debris from blower tube.
•   Remove the collecting bag and empty it. Wash the bag 

if necessary.
•   Remove wood chips and other debris from air vents.
•   Use a small brush to clean the outside of the unit. Do not 

use strong detergents. Household cleaners that contain 
aromatic oils such as pine and lemon, and solvents such 
as kerosene, can damage plastic.

•   Wipe off any moisture with a soft cloth. The tool should 
never come in contact with water.

TRANSPORT
•   Clean the product as described above.
•   Always carry the product by its handle.
•   Protect the product from any heavy impact or strong 

vibrations which may occur during transportation in 
vehicles.

•   Secure the product to prevent it from slipping or falling 
over, damage or injury.

STORAGE
•   Clean the product as described above.
•   Let the collecting bag dry before storage.
•   Store the product and its accessories in a dark, dry, frost-

free, well-ventilated place.
•   Always store the product in a place that is inaccessible to 

children. The ideal storage temperature is between 10°C 
and 30°C.

•   We recommend using the original package for storage or 
covering the product with a suitable cloth or enclosure to 
protect it against dust.

To prolong battery life, never store battery pack in a 
completely discharged condition. Make sure the battery 
pack is charged once per year or when the LED indicator 
shows only one light.

Product does not reach full power Battery pack capacity too low Charge battery pack

Air vents are blocked Clean the air vents

Vibration or noise is excessive Bolts/nuts are loose Tighten bolts/nuts

Product suddenly stops Battery pack capacity too low Remove and charge battery pack

Battery too hot Remove battery pack and let it cool down
