ASSEMBLY

1. Unpack all parts and lay them on a flat, stable surface:

MOUNTING THE CONNECTING
TUBE

1. Align the hole on the lower connecting tube(1) with the
hole on the middle connecting tube(2), connect them and
make sure they are well engaged.

2. connect the upper connecting tube(3) and middle
connecting tube (Fig. 2).

A\ WARNING:

Caution: Switch the garden tool off and remove
the battery before performing any maintenance.

MOUNTING
HANDLE

Keep the handle-Adjustment button being pressed, fix the
auxiliary handle to the trimmer.

To change different positions, press the handle-Adjustment
button and move the handle to the desired position. Release
the button so that the handle can be engaged (Fig. 3).

THE  AUXILIARY
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MOUNTING THE PROTECTION
GUARD

Find the small arrows on the trimmer head and the protection
guard, put them together (Fig. 4).

Rotate the protection guard counterclockwise until it is firmly
in place (Fig. 5).

INSTALLING THE BATTERY PACK
NOTE:

Using unsuitable batteries can lead to
malfunctions or damage the machine.

Insert the charged battery. Ensure the battery is inserted
correctly (Fig. 6).

To remove the battery from the machine, press the battery
unlocking button and pull the battery out (Fig. 7).

OPERATION

SWITCHING ON/OFF

Press the lock-off button and hold it in position at first. Then
Press the on/off switch to switch the product on. Release the
lock-off button once the product is running. Release the on/
off switch to switch the product off (Fig. 8) .

WINDING UP THE CUTTING LINE
NOTE:

Remove the battery before replacing the spool.

Press both latches of the spool cover together and remove
the spool cover. Afterwards, remove the empty spool (Fig.
10).

Select a line of approx. 5.0m for refilling the spool.

Slide one end of the cutting line into the hole for line wind-up
in the spool and wind up the cutting line uniformly and tightly
(Fig. 11).

Slide the other end of the cutting line through the hole for line
qguiding in the trimmer head (Fig. 12).

Mount the spool back into the trimmer head and affix the
spool by reinstalling the spool cover at last.

LINE FEEDING

Semi-automatic Line Feeding

The trimmer is equipped with a semi-automatic feeding
system. The system feeds line with every press of the on/
off switch.

Manual Line Feeding

Press the line-feed button can adjust the line to desired
length (Fig. 13).

HOW TO CHARGE THE BATTERY
PACK

A

WARNING:

This Lithium-lon battery pack is shipped partially
charged. Fully charge the battery pack before
using it for the first time.

1. Charge the Lithium-lon battery pack only with the correct
charger.

2. Connect the charger to a power supply, the light indicator
of the charger turns red.

3. Align the raised ribs of the battery pack with the slot in
the charger.

4. Insert the battery pack into the charger, the light indicator
of the charger turns green and it flashes.

5. The charger will communicate with the battery pack to

evaluate the condition of the battery pack (Fig.14).

6. Itis fully charged that the four lights of the battery turn on.
Disconnect the power supply from the charger. Remove
battery pack from the charger.

CHARGING INDICATOR

Press the light button (Fig. 15) to check the battery pack
whether needs to charge.

When the tool/battery is overheated, the tool stops
automatically. In this situation, let the power tool/battery cool
before turning the tool on again.

When the battery capacity is not enough, the tool stops
automatically. In this case, remove the battery from the tool
and charge the battery.

LAWN TRIMMING

Stand in the operating position. Stand up straight. Do not
bend over.Keep feet apart and firmly planted.

Move the trimmer left and right, keeping it well away from the
body. Cut all grass from top to down.

Inspect the working area and remove all debris that may be
entangled in the cutting head. Also remove any objects that
product may throw during cutting.

If the cutting head is wrapped around with grass,

stop the trimmer and clean up.

Avoid trees, flowers, stones, walls and other objects

which can cause the line to break.

Check and feed the line regularly to maintain full

cutting width and performance.

Edging Trimming:

Make a gently rotation of 180°when the connecting tube in
an extended situation to adjust trimming angle under some
special circumstances (Fig. 9).

Ensure the trimmer head is accurately positioned before
every trimming.

NOTE: Some line breakage will occur from:

+ Entanglement with foreign matter

+ Normal line fatigue

+ Attempting to cut thick vegetation

+ Forcing the line into objects such as walls or fence
posts

TROUBLESHOOTING
